This instruction implements AFPD 16-6, Arms Control Agreements, 1 Mar 96.  It gives the directive guidance and actions necessary to comply with the Open Skies Treaty at Rome Research Site.  Additional related publications include:  AFI 16-601, Implementation of, and Compliance with, Arms Control Agreements, and Treaty on Open Skies Compliance Plan.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This revision updates Points of Contact (POCs) in the attached checklists.

1.  Explanation of High Value Event.  An event, that in the opinion of the Director, Information Directorate, might be effected by the overflight, whether by airspace closure or imagery collection.  And in the judgment of the Director, Information Directorate, the event could have an adverse or costly effect on installation operations or national security.

2.  Policy:  Rome Research Site implements the AFMC Open Skies Compliance Plan through this instruction for all activities within New York State

3.  Responsibilities:
3.1.  The Director, Information Directorate:

3.1.1
Appoints a Treaty Compliance Officer to ensure compliance with the Treaty on Open

Skies notification and reporting procedures at the Rome Research Site installation in Rome, New York.

3.1.2  Is the final authority for submission of High Value Events to AFMC.

3.2  The Treaty Compliance Officer (TCO):
3.2.1.  Develops procedures and checklists as required to implement the AFMC Treaty on Open Skies Compliance Plan at Rome Research Site installations in New York State.

3.2.2.  Keeps Rome Research Site checklists and procedures current.  As a minimum, provides a review twice annually, during the months of December and June, to ensure accuracy of notification checklists.

3.2.3.  Maintains a file copy of checklists and procedures with the AFMC Treaty on Open Skies Compliance Plan.

3.2.4.  Monitors Treaty on Open Skies operations and oversees compliance with applicable regulations, directives and plans.

3.2.5.  Acts as principal point of contact for all message and actions required during non-duty hours.

3.3.  The Rome Research Site Operations Security (OPSEC) Officer:

3.3.1.  Maintains current copy of Rome Research Site Open Skies Checklists.

3.3.2.  Monitors all incoming Open Skies Messages received from AFMC.

3.3.3.  Coordinates implementation of Rome Research Site Open Skies Implementation Checklist. 

3.3.4.  Ensures security of operations during overflights or in the event inspection personnel are present on the installation.

3.3.5.  Keeps the Rome Research Site Director, Information Directorate and TCO informed on status of operations and exercises.

3.4.  Technical Divisions:
3.4.1.  Assign a designated Division point of contact (DPOC) within the Technical Division to coordinate administrative changes in the procedures and checklists.

3.4.1.1.  Designated DPOC polls Technical Division for High Value Events when requested through the OPSEC Officer or TCO in preparation for foreign overflight or in conjunction with any exercises.

3.4.1.2.  If the primary DPOC is not immediately available during preparation of foreign overflight or in conjunction with system exercises, the Technical Division front office is responsible for collecting the required information.

3.4.1.3.  If there is potential for a High Value Event, the DPOC collects the appropriate data using the High Value Event Report Checklist and submits it to the Rome Research Site OPSEC Officer.

3.4.2.  Work with the OPSEC Officer and TCO to safeguard operations during Open Skies overflights.

3.5.  The Rome Research Site Security Desk:

3.5.1.  Maintains a copy of the Open Skies Notification Checklist (Attachment 1).

3.5.2.  Acts as the principal notification point for AFMC in the case of Open Skies operations and exercises.

3.5.3.  Implements checklist actions on message receipt.  

3.6.  The Public Affairs office interfaces on scene news media coverage in accordance with the DoD Public Affairs Plan for Open Skies. 

4.  General Requirements:  

4.1.  Rome Research Site has checklists to comply with notification and operations resulting from observation overflights in accordance with the Open Skies Treaty.  This instruction, in conjunction with the attached checklist, acts in lieu of separately published procedures.

4.2.  When notified by AFMC of an Open Skies operation or exercises, the Rome Research Site Open Skies Notification Checklist is executed.  Should a High Value Event be determined by the Director, Information Directorate, it is reported through the approved channels to the Open Skies Compliance Review Group.
