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This instruction implements AFMCPD 23-2, Logistics Materiel Control Activity Operating Policies, and AFMCI 23-201, Logistics Materiel Control Activity Operating Instructions.  It also implements AFMAN 23-110V4, Part 1, Chapters 4 and 15, and AFMAN 23-110 V2, Part 2, Chapter 22, and AFMCI 23-201.  This instruction sets up an Equipment Review and Authorization Activity (ERAA) at Rome Research Site (RRS) and designates technical advisors and specialists to review and authorize RDT&E equipment purchases citing ASC 040 and 049.



SUMMARY OF CHANGES

This revision updates titles and symbols of the Rome Research Site Operations Division of AFRL.



1.  General.  Air Force policy directs that the equipment needs of its organizations be known and that they be authorized only those items needed to do their mission.  The Equipment Review and Authorization Activity (ERAA) makes sure that this policy is carried out by making sure all authorizations are valid and tailored to the minimum needs of each organization.  At Rome Research Site (RRS), qualified technical advisors and specialists support the Chief, Logistics Materiel Control Activity (LMCA) in evaluating these technical RDT&E equipment requirements citing ASC 040 and 049.  The appropriate ERAA member’s recommended approval or disapproval is annotated on the request form.



2.  Responsibility. 



2.1.  Personnel who occupy the positions listed in paragraphs 2.1.1.1 through 2.1.1.6 of this instruction are designated members of the Rome Research Site (RRS) Equipment Review and Authorization Activity.  They are subject to individual call by the LMCA chief to review and provide input based on their area of technical expertise.  This input ensures the equipment authorized is appropriate in support of the mission.  NOTE.  The requirement for the LMCA chief to act as recorder for the board is dropped when the board is contacted individually.



2.1.1.  Site Operations Division.



2.1.1.1.  LMCA Section, Equipment Control Office Chief (including excess property monitor).  LMCA  Equipment Authorization and Utilization specialists are appointed as ERAA members to apply the publications cited in the purpose paragraph of this instruction.



2.1.1.2.  Chief, Civil Engineering Branch (IFOC):  air conditioners, refrigeration systems, power generators 





2.1.1.3.  Chief, Information Management Branch (IFOI):  copiers, tape recording devices, video equipment



2.1.1.4.  Chief, Safety Office (IFOCVB):  safety equipment such as infrared goggles, fire extinguishers



2.1.1.5.  Communications and Computers Support Office (IFOS):  telecommunication systems, cellular phones



2.1.1.6.  Chief, Security Forces (IFOF):  security systems, safes, vaults



Division chiefs or staff office chiefs designate qualified personnel as allowance and authorization technical advisors when requested to do so by the Chief, LMCA Section.
