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This instruction implements AFPD 32-70, Environmental Quality, AFI 32-7005, Environmental Protection Committees, and AFI 91-301 Air Force Occupational and Environmental Safety, Fire Protection, and Health (AFOSH) Program.  It establishes the Rome Research Site Environmental Safety and Occupational Health Council, defines a charter, assigns responsibilities and membership, and recommends areas for discussion at council meetings.





1.  Introduction.  It is the purpose of this instruction to charter a committee which fulfills the Air Force’s requirement for the establishment of an Environmental Protection Committee and an Occupational Safety and Health Council at each installation, by combining functional requirements into a single entity which addresses both environmental and occupational safety and health concerns.





2.  Responsibilities and Membership:





2.1.  The following Information Directorate functions are required to provide representatives to the AFRL Rome Research Site Environmental Safety and Occupational Health Council:





The Director or his designated representative will chair the Council (voting member)


Sensors Directorate, Chief Rome Operations Office, SNW (voting member)


Information Technology Division, IFT (voting member)


Information Grid Division, IFG (voting member)


Information Systems Division, IFS (voting member)


Information and Intelligence Exploitation Division, IFE (voting member)


Site Operations Division, IFO (voting member) and who will also send specific representatives as non-voting members:


IFOC


IFOCV who will act as recorder


IFOJ


IFOS


IFOI





Finance, IFF (voting member)


Contracting, IFK (voting member)


Local 2612, American Federation of Government Employees 


any other office deemed necessary by the Chair.





The Council will meet quarterly, or more frequently as determined by the Chair.





3.  Requirements:  The Environmental Safety and Occupational Health Council meetings will include the following discussion topics as appropriate:





Review and approve environmental impact analysis on proposed actions


Review environmental policy, safety and health policy, resources and performance


Ensure appropriate training and manpower exists to meet environmental and safety and health responsibilities


Review ECAMP and other compliance issues


Review Fire Inspection deficiencies


Review hazard and mishap reports


Review AFOSH inspections and evaluations


Review Hazard Abatement Program


Review Continuation of Pay (COP) status


other topics as appropriate





4.  Records:





4.1.  Within 30 days of the meeting, the recorder shall prepare and distribute minutes of the meeting to members.  The minutes will characterize the substance of all discussions.





4.2.  Any open enforcement actions, unfulfilled compliance agreements, administrative orders and similar enforcement actions will be a part of the minutes.  Identify these open items until closed.





4.3.  Offices of primary responsibility must comment on all actions taken to resolve problems since the last meeting.  The minutes summarize these comments.





4.4.  Attachments to the minutes will include letters from environmental or occupational safety  regulatory agencies such as inspection reports, summaries of environmental and safety standards exceeded, and current compliance schedules.





4.5.  Copies of the minutes shall be provided to HQ AFMC/CEV/SE and HQ AFRL/ESOH
