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AFI 34-270, 1 Sep 97, is supplemented as follows:





1.5.  At Rome Research Site the following eligibility requirements apply.





1.5.1.  Open Literature.  Personnel assigned to Rome Research Site on whom clearances are processed may register by completing AFMC Form 15.  All Rome Research Site personnel must clear the library before transfer or departure.





1.5.2.  Technical Reports and Documents.  Registration is granted to Rome Research Site personnel on whom clearances are processed, who have the proper security clearance and need and right to know.  Personnel may register by completing RRS Form 2855, Technical Library Registration/Reports Access.  Reserve officers, contractor personnel, and foreign nationals are not authorized access to the technical reports and documents area.





2.10.4 Loans:





2.10.4.1.  Current issue periodicals stay in the library reading area until replaced by a succeeding issue.  Issues, other than current ones, may circulate like books.  Reference books do not circulate.





2.10.4.2.  New books may be borrowed for two weeks until reserve lists are completed. There is no renewal during this time.  All other circulating material may be borrowed for one month.  Most library materials may be renewed either at the library in person, by telephone, or by e-mail.  Classified materials must be physically presented at the library for renewal.  Library materials may be renewed three times, for a total circulation time of four months.  Library materials on reserve for other borrowers may not be renewed.  Long term loans may be arranged on a case by case basis with the Chief Librarian.  Inter-library loan materials received from other libraries may be borrowed only for the time specified by the owning library.  All library materials are subject to recall by  the librarian.





2.10.5.  Failure to return borrowed library materials when they are due will be reported to the supervisor of the borrower for corrective action.





2.10.6  Library materials destroyed through no fault or neglect are considered items destroyed or damaged by events not within the control of the individual; for example, fire, flood, tornado, etc.





2.11.  The library serial number assigned to identify the Rome Research Site Technical Library is AFL 2810.





2.12. (Added).   Forms Prescribed.  AFMC 15, and RRS 2855.





A3.3.  The AFL 2810 is authorized as a Scientific and Technical Library to service Rome Research Site personnel with scientific and technical literature and information.
