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This supplement implements AFPD 35-2, Public Communications Program, and AFI 35-205, Air Force Security and Policy Review Program.  It expands on the guidance provided in AFI 35-205.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES

This revision updates organizational titles to reflect AFRL reorganization.  It also adds instructions for submitting information to be posted on the public web site in paragraph 16.3.4.

AFI 35-205, 25 February 1994, is supplemented as follows.

16.  Originators must send copies of material to the Information Directorate (IF) Public Affairs Office.  Allow at least 30 calendar days (plus in-transit time to and from) to complete a typical security and policy review.  For a long article or paper, allow at least 45 calendar days or longer, depending on the volume and complexity of submitted material.

16.3 (Added).  The following are requirements for submission of abstracts, reports, articles, or papers:

16.3.1.
Each page of abstract, report, article, or paper must be numbered or otherwise identified.  All pages, including illustrations, must be clear and legible.

16.3.2.
When reference is made to a Rome Laboratory or a Rome Research Site technical report (TR), a notation must be made as to the distribution status assigned to that TR.

16.3.3.
Originators verify that the material submitted is unclassified, technically accurate, contains no proprietary information, is not subject to export control, and is suitable for public release.

*16.3.4 (Added).  Information intended for posting on the AFRL/IF public web site must be submitted in hard copy along with a completed IF Form 100.
17.1.  Send six copies of information proposed for release to AFRL/IF Public Affairs Office if higher headquarters review is needed; otherwise, send one copy.
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
