CHARLES E.  RYAN MEMORIAL AWARD



This instruction implements AFPD 36-28, Awards and Decorations.   It es..lishes the criteria and procedures for submitting nominations for the Charles E.  Ryan Award within Rome Laboratory.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES

This revision aligns the instruction with AFPD 36-28, Awards and Decorations, and AFI 36-2843, Science and Technology Awards.  It gives responsibility as selection committee to the Technical Review Board (TRB).  It calls for nominations of the award in March of each year.

1.  Background.  The award is a tribute to Charles E.   Ryan, outstanding research scientist and leader from 1948 to 1976.  He was an early pioneer in solid state research and was largely responsible for the instigation of a solid state device and electronics materials program in the Air Force.  As a researcher and research leader, he was a great inspiration to many young scientists during their development.



2.   Policy:



2.1.   The Charles E.  Ryan Memorial Award is conferred annually on a scientist  or  engineer for outstanding achievements in basic research.  Nominees are selected for outstanding contributions to the US Air Force basic research during the preceding three-calendar year period.  (If the accomplishment was a team effort, the nominee should be the individual whose singular contributions were most responsible for success of the effort).  The nominee’s contribution:



2.1.1.   Should contribute to a technology which has a potential for future US Air Force operational improvement.



2.1.2.	Must show the quality of the work by publication in a recognized, referred, technical journal.



2.2.	A certificate is presented to the individual and a permanent plaque is kept at Rome Lab displaying the names of all the recipients.  The individual is recommended for a monetary award per AFI 38-401.
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2.3.   The winner of this award will be the Rome Lab nominee for the US Air Force Basic Research Award (AFI 36-2843).



3.   Responsibilities:



3.1.   The selection committee for the Charles E.  Ryan Memorial Award is the Technical Review Board (TRB), chaired by the RL Chief Scientist, and supplemented by others designated by the Commander.



3.2.   The chair issues invitations for nominations.  Any member of RL may submit a nomination.



4.   Eligibility.  Any scientist or engineer, military or civilian, assigned to Rome Lab at the time of award is eligible for the award.



5.   Procedures:



5.1.   The Chief Scientist calls for nominations for the Charles E. Ryan Memorial Award in March of each year.

5.2.   Nominations for the award may be submitted by anyone in the Lab through the normal organizational channels.  Nominations should be in narrative form, and not more than two, double-spaced, typewritten pages.  Each nomination includes:



5.2.1.	The name, grade, position, organization, and symbol of the nominee.



5.2.2.	A short, unclassified title.



5.2.3.	A brief, concise description of the achievement.



5.2.4.	A brief description of the individual’s contribution to the achievement.



5.2.5.	An interpretation of the significance of the achievement to the Air Force.



5.3.	The Chief Scientist sends a recommendation for a monetary award per AFI 38-401.



5.4.	The award is presented at an appropriate function during the spring.
