This instruction implements AFPD 36-28, Awards and Decorations.  It establishes the criteria and procedures for submitting nominations for the Rome Laboratory Fellow Award within Rome Lab.


SUMMARY OF CHANGES


This revision aligns the instruction with AFPD 36-28, Awards and Decorations.  It updates organizational titles; makes some editorial changes; and eliminates presentation of a pin to the awardee.


1.   Policy.  The Rome Laboratory Fellow Award is conferred annually on one or more Rome Laboratory GM/GS-15s for distinguished and notable technical achievements.  Basis for the awards:





1.1  Distinguished and notable technical achievement.





1.2.   Technical stature within Rome Lab.





1.3.   Technical stature within the Department of Defense.





1.4.   National and international recognition of the nominee’s expertise.





2.   Procedures:





2.1.   All GM/GS-15 scientists and engineers with recognized expertise and technical stature are considered for this recognition.





2.2.   During the spring, the Technical Review Board (TRB) members present nominees and select awardees.
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2.3.   Awards are presented at an appropriate function in the spring or early summer.





3.   Awards.  A certificate is presented to the awardees, and a permanent plaque displaying the names of all recipients is maintained at Rome Lab.
