This instruction implements AFPD 36-28, Awards and Decorations.  It establishes the criteria and procedures for submitting nominations for the annual AFRL Information Directorate Technology Transfer Award within the Information Directorate.

SUMMARY OF CHANGES

This revision updates the policy statement describing the purpose for the award and the criteria for submission.  It updates the procedures to be followed for nomination and selection of the winner(s) for the award; and it allows for cash awards to be given to the award winner(s).

1.  Policy:

1.1.  This award recognizes significant innovative technology developments that have been or are available for transfer to the private sector (industry, universities) or to the public sector (state and local government).  The technology development must be dual use in nature, which means that it has both military and commercial applications.  The development may be either solely an in-house development or a joint development with an outside partner.  Typical technologies for this award may be either products or processes that have become commercially available or are available to the private sector through patent licensing, or are available for use by state or local government agencies.

1.2.  The award is presented annually.  Plaque(s), and/or certificate(s), and/or cash award(s) are awarded.  Cash awards will use funds from royalties received by AFRL/IF from Patent Licensing Agreements within the Directorate.
2.  Eligibility.  Any AFRL/IF technical product or process that first becomes available for commercial purchase, or that first becomes available for licensing or is licensed by the private sector, or that is used by state or local government agencies, during the preceding calendar year.

3.  Procedures:

3.1.  Annual nominations are submitted to AFRL/IFB (Technology Transfer Office) for consideration and forwarding to the IF Chief Scientist by 1 July.  Nomination packages will be no more than one page in length plus a cover letter.

3.2.  Nomination packages will include the following information:

3.2.1.  Name of submitting organization (division and branch).

3.2.2.  Title of Technology Development.

3.2.3.  List the name and position of inventor(s) or principal developer(s).  Include all members of the research team, if appropriate.  If this is a joint entry with an outside partner, list name, address, and telephone number of partner’s point-of-contact in addition to AFRL/IF personnel.  Also list the percentage of relative contribution to the technology development of each organization.

3.2.4.  Technology Development Description.  Describe the technology’s primary function as clearly as possible.  (What does it do?  How does it do it?  What theories or scientific principles are involved?)

3.2.5.  Technology Product/Process in the market place.  

3.2.5.1.  If the technology development provides significant improvements over existing products or processes now available, identify the existing process or product and describe in what ways the technology development is an improvement.  Be specific.  Include quantitative data on improvements of speed, accuracy, cost, etc.  

3.2.5.2.  If the technology development is a unique entry to the marketplace that is not directly competitive with existing products or processes, describe the technology development in terms of the new market that will be served by it, and the benefits that the public or private sector could realize or are realizing from its use.

3.2.6.  Product/Process Applications.  Describe the principal military and civilian applications for the technology development as clearly as possible.  List possible other applications for which the product or process could be used.  What is the commercial value of the product or process?

3.2.7.  Technology Development Availability.  Where is the product/process sold (store name or catalog name), when was it first offered for sale, and what is its cost?  And/or list the technology's availability for licensing (date of invention disclosure, date of patent application filing, and/or date of patent issuance).  Or where is the product/process being used in state or local government agencies (provide a point of contact).

4.  Selection of Winner(s).  One or more winner(s) will be selected by the AFRL/IF Chief Scientist.  Winner(s) may be considered for nomination for other Technology Transfer Awards such as the AFMC General Ronald W. Yates Technology Transfer Award, the R&D 100 Magazine Technology Development competition, and the annual Federal Laboratory Consortium awards.

5.  Awards Presentation.  Awards will be presented at an appropriate AFRL/IF Awards Ceremony.
