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This supplement applies to all Air Force Research Laboratory military personnel assigned to the Rome Research Site.





AFI 36-2903, 8 June 1998, is supplemented as follows:





Figure 2.11, (AFMC Sup 1) Note 5, Table 2.2, Line 7, Table 2.4, Line 10, Camouflage Pattern BDU Jacket. The subdued AFRL patch is the approved unit emblem for wear on the left breast pocket of the BDU shirt and camouflage pattern field jacket.





Table 2.2, Line 6 and Table 2.4, Line 9.  The black baseball cap with "AFRL" in 1 inch, white boldface embroidered lettering may be worn with BDUs.  





Table 2.2, Line 11 and Table 2.4, Line 14.  Black tee shirts with the official AFRL swoosh or shield logos, as described in AFI 36-2903, may be worn with BDUs and Flight Suits.  These logos must comply with AFI 36-2903 and AFRL requirements.  Samples follow in the Figure below.

3.1.1.1. (AFMC Sup 1) (Added).  Stocking (Navy watch) cap may be worn with the parka or BDU jacket.  When worn, it will be placed squarely on the head, slightly forward.  It will not be worn with service uniforms.





3.1.1.2 (AFMC Sup 1) (Added).  Gortex parkas are authorized for wear with BDU’s during inclement or cold weather.  The Gortex parka may be worn with civilian clothing provided the rank insignia is removed. When the hood is worn, the zipper will be completely closed, all snaps will be fastened, and appropriate headgear must be in possession.  When the hood is not worn, all except the top snap must be fastened, the zipper will be closed at least as high as the topmost fastened snap, and appropriate headgear must be worn.





3.1.1.3 (AFMC Sup 1) (Added).  Winter parkas are mandatory items of issue.  Only USAF-issued parkas are authorized for wear with military uniforms and may be worn with any uniform combination.  They may also be worn with civilian clothing except when engaged in off-duty employment.  The parka will not have any items affixed to it (e.g. name tag, grade insignia, or U.S. Air Force tape).  When the parka hood is worn, all four button loops will be fastened and appropriate headgear must be in possession.  When the parka hood is not worn, the lower three button loops must be fastened and appropriate headgear must be worn.





3.1.1.4 (AFMC Sup 1) (Added).  The sweater and sleeping shirt (olive green or brown) are authorized for wear with the BDU, but will not be worn as an outer garment.





3.1.1.5. (AFMC Sup 1) (Added).  Only USAF-issued winter boots may be worn.  Winter boots may be worn with any uniform combination when wearing a winter parka, Gortex parka, or BDU jacket. They may not be worn in place of rubber boots (galoshes) during damp or rainy conditions.  Wear of winter boots for prolonged periods indoors is not authorized.





3.1.1.6. (AFMC Sup 1) (Added).  The stocking cap, winter parka, and sweater/sleeping shirt (olive green or brown) will be worn only between 1 Oct and 30 Apr.
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
