RELATIONS WITH THE GENERAL ACCOUNTING OFFICE





AF Instruction 65-401, 23 Mar 94, is supplemented as follows:





2.6(Added).  Rome Laboratory Responsibilities:





(1)	The Rome Laboratory  Comptroller  is  designated  the Laboratory’s primary focal point for GAO matters and the Assistant Comptroller is designated the alternate focal point.  The primary or alternate focal point:





(a)	Checks clearance status, purpose, and scope of GAO visitors.


(b)	Determines the use of presto reporting.


(c)	Prebriefs Laboratory personnel before a GAO visit.


(d)	Provides staff support, for example, guidance on document release, clearance, coordination, etc., on GAO matters  about specific visits.


(e)	Reports all significant visits and more important GAO findings to the Rome Laboratory Commander and staff.


(f)	Reviews all requests for data by the GAO.


(g)	Coordinates with the base Commander on items of mutual interest in which the GAO is interested.





(2) Staff offices and divisions:





(a)	Notify the Comptroller of any GAO contacts received regardless of the matter in which the request was received.


(b)	Send reports of contact to the Comptroller.


(c)	Provide thoroughly qualified personnel for working with


GAO visitors.


(d)	Keep  records of GAO visits, as requested by the Comptroller, for internal and historical reference.





5.2.7(Added).  Address these reports to RL/FM to send to HQ AFMC within three workdays after initial contact and exit interviews.  The Rome Laboratory Comptroller sends information copies of subject reports and status reports pertaining to them to ESC/IM.
